How To Use the New Member Survival Tip Manuel

Hi, I am really excited about this!  And I hope you are too.  The new member class of each sorority is so precious and vital in seeing the whole chapter reached with Gods’ message of love and forgiveness.  They are the most open, because usually they are the freshman.  

Step #1:  Find out important dates:  Find the dates for the beginning and end of recruitment.  Does the school have Fall or Spring Recruitment?  

Step #2:  Find the New Member Educators.  This can be found from the Greek Life office on campus.  Or they may only be able to give you the presidents of each chapter and you’ll have to call them to get the new member ed’s names. 

Step #3:  Give the Gift:  Give the Manuel to the women before Recruitment starts.  The timing is best because you want them to be able to have time and use the flip book as they plan.  Maybe you could include it with some other gifts, like candy , some make up samples, coupons.  Anything that would make them feel loved.  The empty flap in the back of the Manuel is for a coffee or any other gift card.  

What do  you say?  

“Hi, I’m _______________.  I work with CRU.  I got your name from _______________.  She told me you were the New Member Educator.   How are you doing preparing for the new member class?  Do you feel ready?  Well we really value your leadership role in the house and we know it is a rewarding yet sometimes overwhelming role.  So we have a gift – it is specifically for a new member ed, it’s a survival guide.   What is the best way to get this to you?  I can easily meet you on campus and give it to you if you would like.  (try to give it to them in person).”  

Then explain that you would love to be of service to them in any way you can.  Explain what programs you can offer to them.  Or ask if you can come in and do some surveys and or give them articles that would help the women in their development in the chapter. 

Step #4 Follow Up.  Call each one back toward the end of Recruitment, and see if you can schedule a program, etc.  If they don’t get back to you, it is normal.  They are busy.  Just keep trying.
