Thank you all for coming to our Mary Kay party – thank Kim.  We will have time to order stuff after I say I few words.  One of our hopes in having this party was for the members of our Bible study to have the opportunity bring their friends to meet us – have a fun time with us- and to check us out.  Our Theme ‘ Beauty from the inside out’  was purposely used because we wanted to share with all of you what makes us beautiful from the inside.
